How common is cancer in adolescents?  

About 5,000 to 6,000 adolescents (aged 15 to 19) are diagnosed with cancer each
year in the United States.

●

About 500 to 600 adolescents die from cancer each year. Cancer is the
fourth leading cause of death in this age group, behind only accidents, suicide, and
homicide.

●

Survival rates for adolescents with cancer  

The chance of getting cancer is about equal for teen boys and girls, but cancer survival
rates are slightly higher in girls than in boys. Some of this is probably because of the
different types of cancer that are most common in girls and boys.

Overall, about 87% of adolescents are still alive 5 years after being diagnosed with
cancer. But it's important to note that survival rates can vary widely based on the type of
cancer and other factors.

The overall survival rate for cancer in teens has not improved as much in the past few
